Almost half of all Hispanics in Massachusetts reside in the 10 largest cities, compared to 25% of the total
population (data no shown on table). Hispanic poverty rates differ considerably across Massachusetts’ ten
largest cities, ranging from 6.3% in Quincy to 53.3% in Lowell.
