As you might imagine, some of the long-distance 
trucking schedules have been delayed by the 
energy crisis. 

Dr. Robert Spaethling, Chairman, German II, 
has accepted the request of Chancellor Golino 
to serve as Acting Vice Chancellor for Academic 
Affairs and Provost. He begins his new duties 
and full responsibilities as Vice Chancellor on 
January 4, and will serve until a permanent 
appointee has been selected. 

A distinguished scholar, Dr. Spaethling holds 
degrees from the University of Wurzburg and 
University of Regensburg, both in Germany, 
and from the University of California at Berkeley, 
where he earned his Master's and doctoral de­
grees. Harvard University, where he was as­
sociated for eight years, including service as 
language coordinator and senior tutor, awarded , 
him an honorary Master of Arts degree. 

He also taught at the University of California 
and Williams College. At the University of 
California at San Diego he was Director of 
Graduate Studies and Chairman of the German 
Department. Dr. Spaethling is the author of 
three widely-used text books and numerous 
articles and reviews on German literature. 

That's the title of an important National Broad­
casting television special which will be aired 
on Thursday, January 3, at 10 p. m. on WB 7- TV. 
Dr. Carlo Golino was interviewed by the program 
staff and at last word from the NBC offices in 
New York part of his interview is still incor­
porated in the national program. 

Much of the time in the hour-long program is 
devoted to the problems affecting both public and 
private institutions. Among others interviewed 
by the NBC team, headed by Edwin Newman, 
were the presidents of New York University, 
City University of New York, and Boston Uni­
versity. 
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
